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1. Mont Kiara Plaza. Sundays Only. Go to Marmalade restaurant for brunch, 

across from Mont Kiara Plaza. Then visit the Sunday market in Mont Kiara 

Plaza.   

2. Lake Gardens. Bird/Orchid/Butterfly parks/Islamic museum in the middle... 

The Arabic weekend brunch in the air-conditioned museum is good.  

3. Central Market. Visit the music store on the top level and have the guy play  

 the Aboriginal didgeridoos for you. Eat at Gin Ger. Best Thai in town.  

 The chicken satay and the pineapple or apple rice salad are recommended.  

4. Pewter Factory. Visit the Royal Selangorõs Factory and create your own pewter 

 as a souvenir 

5. Royal Selangor Visitor Centre. Located in Setapak where visitors can see 

how pewter is manufactured and turned into intricate handicrafts.  You can also 

glimpse how fine jewelry is made in the factory besides pewter products.  

6. Best Mosque. Visit the Blue Mosque. By far the most beautiful mosque in KL. 

Just down the street is the Pancake House in Sri Hartamas Mall. A wide  

 selection of  pancakes are available everyday. Walk through the mall to the street 

 area and you can find lots of  interesting shops and spas where you can also 

 book a relaxing massage session.  

7. KL Performing Art Centre. Check out the website: www.klpac.com for their 

 calendar of  events and catch a performance if  time permits.  Enjoy the 

 grounds for live entertainments. Go for a picnic outdoor.  

8.  Zoo Negara at NIGHT. See the local show. Recommend to take a stroll 

 rather than to take the train. 

9.  Spa Day at Ratu Balinese. A 3-hour package range from about 178RM.  

 Unit D2/g, Block D, Jalan Selaman 1. Tel 03-4270-5098.  

10. China Town. At the heart of  KL is a district that never sleeps -  a well-known 

bargain hunterõs paradise, a bustling place where you can find all sorts of stuff 

from Chinese herbs to imitation goods.  Otherwise, head to Peter Hoe's for tea 

and dessert and a more upscale level of  shopping.

Walk down P. Ramlee towards KLCC - one block to Lorong Perak and turn left. Indulge in the 20 
or so food stalls along Lorong Perak that offer  
Indian, Malay, Chinese and Thai food. This is the street that runs north behind the Beach Club. 
 
 
*  Jalan Alor Stalls  
Head towards Jalan Alor and you can find a wide selection of restaurants ð try the chicken, fish 
and stingray. You will get some good buys from the stalls too.  
 
 
**  Sao Nam  
Jalan Tong Shin (Changkat Bukit Bintang)ñexcellent Vietnamese cuisine and good service.  
From Changkat Bukit Bintang, turn left onto Jalan Tong Shin next to the Radius Hotel. The  
restaurant is 100m down on the left. Need to book in advance. 
 
 
**  Muar  
Jalan Tong Shin - opposite side of the road from Sao Namñnext to 8 Guesthouse. Serves cheap, 
delicious nonya and Malay style food. Also has beer available (Chinese owned/managed).  
 
**  Ciccio  
Changkat Bukit Bintang serves great salads, wood fire pizzas and pastasñMediterranean  
cuisine. Good service. Lots of wine to choose from.  
 
 
**  Moghul Indian  
Changkat Bukit Bintangñon the same street as Ciccio. Serves great Indian food and alcohol. 
Very affordable. Good service. 
 
 
**  Hard Rock Café 
How to get there: Cross Jalan Sultan Ismail, turn left and walk approximately 300 m. The  
Hard Rock is in the same complex as the Concorde Hotel. Western food, Happy Hour drink  
specials, live music.

Follow directions to 
Changkat Bukit Bintang and walk past Havana bar onto Jalan Ceylon ð Vivos is about 100m on 
the right. Usually very popular so advance booking is recommended. Smart dress is a must.

Experience Malaysia, Indian, Chinese and Italian modern cuisine prepared in sparkling open 
kitchens. Good Sunday brunch in lovely setting.

Up-market restaurant specializing in Japanese cuisine with fresh ingredients 
flown in from Japan.

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Day trips from KL 
 
  
Forestry Research Institute of Malaysia (FRIM)  
The Canopy tour is a highlight in KL. Itõs a good 2 hour hike, so bring water and comfy clothes.  
You must be on Canopy before 1:30 p.m.  
 
 
Batu Caves  
Situated thirteen kilometres (seven miles) north of the capital city Kuala Lumpur. They are  
the sacred place for the Hindu's in Malaysia. They consist of three main caves and a number  
of smaller ones. The caves are made of limestone and 400 meters long and 100 meter high. 
They were discovered in 1892. If you go on the weekend, you can also pay 15 RM to go caving 
with the Malaysia Nature Society.  
 
 
Putrajaya  
New Parliamentary Capital. 45 minute drive. Start at the botanical gardens. Rent a bicycle  
for two. Have lunch at the restaurant on the lake. Drive to parliament/downtown area and  
visit the mosque. Tourists are allowed inside, but you must wear a pink choir robe. Quite  
attractive! Take the boat ride (15-20 RM). Itõs a 45 minute trip. 
 
 
Fireflies, Kuala Selangor  
Also see ruined fortress & light-house while in town. Fire Flies near Kuala Selangor. About 1  
hour drive north-west of KL. In Kampung Kuantan and Kampung Bukit Belimbing (5 min  
outside of Kuala Selangor) you can do a river tour from 7pm until midnight to see the natural  
light show of the fire flies (Malay: kelip-kelip) in the mangroves.  
 
 
Pulau Ketam  
Crab Island is 1 ½ hours away by boat from Port Klang. Drive to the Port Klang public jetty. 
The ferry price is about 10 RM. Ferry service starts at 9:40 a.m. and goes every hour. Some of the 
best seafood available here. The island is nothing more than a mangrove that disappears at high tide; 
the fishing community built their houses on stilts. 
 
 
Elephant Sanctuary  
Kuala Gandah, Pahang. Leave KL by 10:30 a.m. at the latest. Itõs about a 2 hour drive. You 
can see the Orang Asli houses along the way. Check in at visitor centre. Wander around. 1:45  
is feeding and bathing. Be sure to bring clothes, shoes and hat as you may get wet.  
 
 
Genting Highlands Casino & Resort  
Visit when there is a decent show to see. Play in the casino. Visit the outdoor amusement park and 
the snow village. 
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Places to Visit in Malaysia  
 
 
Langkawi 
A duty-free paradise. A wide range of accommodation to choose from 5 to 1 star hotels. Stay  
close to Pantai Cenang ð plenty of hotels here. Dine at The Beach Garden for great value for 
money. European dishes with an eastern touch; right on the beach ð great view at sunset. Or try  
Bon Ton for a peaceful and romantic setting amongst traditional kampong houses. 
 
 
Tioman/Pulau Redang/Perhentian 
Any of these islands are great places for diving. They are all a bit different from each other but  
offer an underwater paradise for both divers and snorkelers. Clarity is better on the east coast  
from March to October. A wide choice of accommodation in all three islands.  
 
 
Georgetown, Penang  
Stay at the Eastern and Oriental for a slice of colonial history. About 399RM a night including 
breakfast ð but worth it. The rooms are all suites and are truly magnificent. Great shopping and 
bargain hunting to be had in Georgetown itself.

Cameron Highlands  
One of the wonders of Malaysia, Cameron Highlands is the largest and most famous hill resort  
in the country. This highland paradise still retains much of the charm of an English village.  
Cameron Highlands is the smallest district in the state of Pahang which is located in the north-
western corner of the state. 
 
 
Fraserõs Hill  
Dine at YeeõOld Smokehouse. Ride on lake in paddle boats. Take a leisure stroll and see the  
waterfall. Not advisable to go horseback riding!. Enjoy the cooler temperatures. Enjoy freshly  
baked scones with fresh strawberry preserves. 
 
 
Malacca 
Stay at the Hotel Puri. Make a reservation for dinner at the Harperõs. Take leisure walks around old 
quarters. See tall ship, Christ Church, climb up the stairs to see old fort museum on the other side 
and walk back via the road. Enjoy a leisure lunch or drinks at open air restaurant on the way back to 
the centre. Go window shopping on Jonker Street. Check out night market if itõs open. Have a drink 
at Geographerõs Caf®.
